The overall folder organization is shown below: 
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How to find a file on the CD 
 
1. Place the CD in the computer. 
 
2. If the computer does not automatically open a window displaying the contents 

of the CD (as show below), then... 
 

 
  
3. ... click the “My Computer” icon on your desktop to open a window (also 

called the “Windows Explorer”) which will display the contents of your 
computer’s hard drive, CD, diskettes, etc. 

 

 
 
 
Note: The window which displays the contents of the CD will vary slightly 
depending on the version of Windows that is running on your PC. The examples 
in this section where created using Windows XP. 
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4. To open a section folder, double-click (click twice quickly) on the desired 
folder. The following four folders appear in each of the sections. 

 

 
 
5. Double-click the “Presentations” folder to display a list of the PowerPoint 

presentations in the desired section. The following screen shows the results 
of double-clicking on the folder named “Section 1 General Concepts”. 
Opening the other folders would display the assessments and answer keys, 
speakers notes and bibiolgraphies. 

 

 
 
 
 
6. Open the desired presentation in PowerPoint by either (a) double-clicking on 

the file in the above window or (b) starting the PowerPoint program and 
opening the program via the “Open” menu button or the “File | Open ” menu 
option.
