	Attendance
	Chris distributed the attendance for the past year since the 2009 annual conference.  After some discussion, the group agreed to stay with the 60% attendance requirement and to start reviewing as of January, 2010.  Susan Ziegfeld has a conflict every third meeting or so and will try to make herself available at that time.   Every year we will evaluate those whose attendance falls below 60% and determine if they should remain on the committee (with their input).  The group also agreed that it is also polite to let the chairpersons know when one is unable to attend.

	STN Board Update
	Karen joined the meeting directly from the STN Board meeting.  She reported that they reviewed the budget today and STN is in very good financial shape.  There is a pilot course in Michigan in July on ATCN where the lecture course is “beamed in” and the host institution does the skills stations.  ATLS may become more independent study.  Per Sue Ziegfeld, the last ATLS update actually discussed making the teaching sessions more interactive.   The APN issue of JTN is in press.  The next issue RE: trauma systems is in process.  STN is also looking at a partnership with Hartford Institute (geriatrics).

	2011 STN Conference in San Antonio March 30-April 1, 2011
	Sally and Karen have spoken.   Their idea for the pre-conference is to focus on child abuse: sexual abuse, physical abuse, violence prevention, and cases.  Sally reported that one of her MD’s has an excellent talk for EMS entitled “When your Call Becomes a Crime Scene”.  Other suggestions included to consider a prosecutor for the forensic piece, child death review team, child abuse registry, centers of excellence in Texas, and a panel on how states are moving forward.  We will also suggest some topics for the main conference.  Deb’s colleague reported that in Texas ED nurses have to have 2 hours of forensic nursing.  It may be possible to increase our attendance by inviting this group.  
	The conference planning committee will begin to work on actual topics/speakers.

	New Members
	Deb send out 3 CV’s/resumes for the group to review prior to this meeting. 	PTSD-   Awaiting CHOP folks to provide feedback on educational PowerPoint.    Sue Rzucidlo noted that the PA Study group met and that the folks from CHOP are making final changes to build in an evaluation piece.  
Education-.  Kathy presented the Interfacility Toolkit for Pediatric Trauma as an unedited version.  Mary Jo, Diana and Kathy have worked together on this and would like to send out to the rest of the Education workgroup to see who would like to take on some accountability for various sections.   The facilitators need to operationalize how to include folks from the Education work-group.  Diana, Kathy and Mary Jo to brainstorm regarding this.   All agreed this is an impressive and much needed effort.
The toolkit could be on the website (limited to membership), could be a publication, could be a CD like the NTDB with a disc provided on an annual basis.  Will need ongoing work and oversight.

NTDB- deferred.  Lynn suggested a meeting time next year with Melanie Neal during the SIG meeting.  Deb to f/u
SBIRT- The seven-center study is going forward.    Lynn and Cinda feel this project is very separate.  The grant provides technical assistance to set up a program at each center.    Lynn and Cinda may get back together and figure out what previous work group can do.
