1) Pediatric Pre-conference and Annual STN Conference- It was great to see many of you at the STN meeting in Orlando in April.  We enjoyed a pre-conference on pediatric trauma research and injury prevention topics, and our Pediatric SIG meeting which once again included the popular “stump the trauma program manager”.   With input from the 2010 evaluations, plans are already underway for the 2011 meeting in San Antonio, March 29-April 1.  We will be having our third straight pediatric pre-conference. 3)  NTDB Workgroup- Deb Brown and Lynn Haas have been working with Melanie Neal from the NTDB and have requested 3 major reports with additional data requests for the NTDB to weigh in on.   We are trying to get the benchmark reports run on 2009 data.  We are also hoping to have Melanie Neal join us at our SIG meeting in San Antonio. 4) PTSD/ASD Work Group- Led by Sally Snow.  This group continues to meet via conference calls to develop resources regarding PTSD/ASD. The group is working with Nancy Kassam-Adams from CHOP and the Traumatic Stress Network and is finalizing a computer-based training module to be made available through the STN website. 5)  Education Work Group- Led by Kathy Haley and Mary Jo Pedicino.  This group met in Orlando and decided to focus on the rural hospital pediatric education, transfers, and guidelines.  They have already developed a draft of an Interfacilty Tool Kit to help referral hospitals implement EMSC’s performance measures. 7) Research Collaborations- We have had some discussion with members of APSA (American Pediatric Surgical Association) RE: a review of pediatric trauma guidelines for solid organ injuries, cervical spine clearance, DVT management, and penetrating abdominal injuries.  We are not sure if this partnership will go forward.  However, we have other examples of multi-center collaborations including the Pennsylvania ASD Study and an evaluation of the highest activation criteria by 6 pediatric Ohio hospitals plus a few other centers.
